KY NSF EPSCoR submitted a 2 year proposal to NSF in Nov 2009 for $1 Million
 To  Augment Cyber Connections to Support KY Research Infrastructure  
The anticipated start date, if awarded, will be June 2010.  

PI’s :  The principal investigator from the University of Kentucky is John Connolly and from the Council of Post Secondary Education is Al Lind.
Description:   High computation research requires a broadband connection of at least 10 gigabits per second (GBPS).  Currently, UK and UofL have 10Gpbs network capacity through KyRON (KY Regional Optical Network).  This proposal will add three additional institutions (Murray State University, Kentucky State University, and Northern Kentucky University) to the KYRON network.  The University of Kentucky will contract with Windstream Communications to provide a 10Gpbs lambda at each site.
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
